Medical ReasonsYou are required to submit aletter from a licensed, U.S. medical doctor, licensed clinical
psychologist, or doctor of osteopathy recommending a reduced course load due to iliness or a medical condition.
This letter must be on letterhead, must specify the time period and the recommended enroliment (part time or non
enrollment) for the specified time period.

You are required to submit

1. Completed and Signed RCL Form

2. Letterfromyour U.S. Licensed medical doctor. Letter does not need to state the specific medical condition

but needs to state you have a medical condition that prevents you from enrolling full time.
